Strong 
communication skills are critical, and experience in preaching/teaching will be an asset. This will 
be a leader who preferably brings experience in one or more roles including: discipleship, first 
impressions, hospitality, assimilation, outreach, and/or missions.

Bethany is eager to welcome an energetic pastor who is passionate about seeing people connect 
to Christ and His Church. This is a leader who is ready to jump in and is excited to try to keep up 
with all God is doing in this congregation and community. Bethany desires to add a leader who 
sees people and their unique gifts and abilities. This pastor will bring experience developing 
processes and systems that develop and equip congregants for ministry and raise up leaders. As 
a person who is energized by relationships, this pastor will make connections easily and take joy 
in giving ministry away. This person will seize the opportunity to work collaboratively with other 
experienced pastors and leaders, and also take initiative in their areas of responsibility. A clear, 
engaging communicator, this pastor will champion vision, provide clear direction for their teams, 
be a strong teacher and also be capable of preaching when called upon.
